Answer 12:

The functional requirements of a system supporting the processes of a
Companies Register and/or IP Register with the meaning assigned to it as
per par. 6.2.3 of Part A of the tender documents, are not the same as with
the functional requirements of any other Register. The business processes
and functionalities of a Companies Register and/or IP Register are defined
by the relevant legislations and aim to support the life cycle of a business
entity and/or IP right, including the issuance of Certificates on the basis of
the data kept in the Registers.

The required solution, namely an Integrated Registry Platform Solution, is a
solution especially designed to meet the functional requirements of such
Registers. Consequently, an IT system designed to meet the functional
requirements of a national competent authority which is not the appropriate
competent national authority - for Companies and/or IP - either being a
public sector entity or a base registry owner authorized by the government,
does not meet the requirements set forth in par. 6.2.3 of Part A of the tender
documents.

Therefore, the requirement stays as it is».
